4. Is your son/daughter involved in any extracurricular activities? If so, what are they?

5. Describe how your child interacts with other children. Does he/she get along well with children his/her own age?

6. If your daughter/son has been formally diagnosed, (i.e. Learning disability) please list and describe each diagnosis, including when they were diagnosed.  Please include copies of any reports, assessments, etc., that you feel may help us better understand your daughter or son. 

7. How long has your child been at their school? If your child has been at more than one school in the same academic year, please explain why. If this is a specialized school (i.e. school for special needs children, behavioral issues etc.), please identify and explain type of educational institution. 

8. Please provide some detail of the class in which your child is currently in; e.g. regular classroom integration with one-to-one support, full time special education classroom, number of students to teachers, educational assistants.

9. Describe any extra supports that your child may be receiving within the school (e.g., one-on-one assistance, resource help, etc) or outside of school. 

10.  Is your daughter/son participating in the academic program at camp? ___Yes ___No

11. If yes, what subject area(s) do you want your daughter/son’s program focused on?  Please identify what grade level they are at in the subject area(s). 

12. Describe, with as much detail as possible, any behaviour management difficulties that you have with your child.

13. Are these behaviours seen both at school and at home? ___Yes ___No

14. Describe the behavioral management techniques that are most successful with the behavioral difficulties that your child exhibits.

15. How frequently do behavioral issues arise with your child?

16. To the best of your knowledge, when do these behaviour problems arise? (e.g. in new situations, during transitions, when the child does not get his/her own way, at bedtime or wake-up,  or for no apparent reason)

17. Has your child ever had to be physically restrained as a result of any behavioral issue? ___Yes ___No

If yes, please elaborate and let us know when the last restraint took place.

18. List any limits that you have set with your child with regards to their behaviour; rules that apply to your   child or children because of specific behaviours. (i.e. excessive swearing results in loss of computer time)

19. Describe a situation that you have had with your child recently. How was it resolved? How did your child handle him/herself? This will better prepare our staff for techniques that are positive and effective with your child.

20. List any specific triggers that may lead to a negative response in your child, such as loud noises or teasing.  

21. List any sleeping habits you feel we should know about (e.g. difficulty falling asleep, bed wetter, nightmares, sleepwalker, etc.).

22. List any eating habits you feel we should know about; especially food allergies, dietary concerns, or special diets. 

23. Please comment about your child’s hygiene and whether or not he/she requires supervision in specific areas.

24. Have there been any major changes in your child’s life over this past year (e.g. parental separation, family move, death in family) that has had an impact on your child?  Please describe.
