
CAMP KENNEBEC CODE OF CONDUCT

Statement of Policy

Camp Kennebec is committed to promoting a safe, supportive, and progressive learning and teaching environment for all of its members. This shall be achieved by establishing and maintaining camping excellence, high behavioral expectations, and a program with a strong emphasis on mutual respect between campers and staff.

Guiding Principles

Every camper at Kennebec has the right to participate in an environment which is safe, supportive, and orderly.

Every camper at Kennebec has the responsibility to contribute to this positive environment through the demonstration of respect for others and commitment to camp programs.  It is expected that conflict and differences can be addressed in a manner characterized by respect and civility.

Standards of behaviour

Camper Rights

To be valued for their beliefs, ideas and cultural background.

To be recognized for their individual and collaborative efforts.

To receive meaningful, appropriate and challenging experiences.

To be free from verbal and physical harassment.

To be empowered in making decisions.

To be treated justly.

To receive assistance from counsellors.

To receive a clear statement of camp and cabin expectations.

To have fun.

Camper Expectations

Demonstrate commitment to their activities by arriving prepared to participate.

Practice honesty and integrity.

Respect the rights and feelings of others.

Respect the needs of others to play and work in an environment of learning and fun.

Be courteous and respectful to all staff and all campers regardless of their disability, race, ancestry, place of origin, colour, citizenship, religion, gender, sexual orientation, or age.

Be co-operative.

Show proper care and regard for camp property and the property of others.

Behave in a responsible manner that will enable all campers and staff around them to feel safe and secure.

Possession and/or use of matches, lighters, cigarettes, contraband, or weapons of any kind are prohibited.

Follow all camp policies and rules.

To ensure a positive camp climate for all Kennebec members, failure to meet the above expectations may result in the provision of a range of consequences including the loss of privileges, repayment for damaged property, or modified programming.  Dismissal may be considered depending on the severity and/or frequency of the offence.
